Introductions

SMcN welcomed guests Kate Cropp (Normandale School PTA) and Chris Wooton(Belmont Regional Park Ranger)

Chris Wooton gave a run down on recent and planned activities in the park, and the hand over of land from HCC to WRC for management under the aegis of the Regional Park, including the reserve area between Stratton Street, Cottle Park Drive, and Normandale Road.  

MG asked Chris for an update on the wind farm feasibility study.  SG noted that she now sat on the Landcare committee and replied that the current report appeared to favour a site in Upper Hutt.  PM pointed out that the objections of the Friends of Belmont Regional Park (FoBRP) to the wind farm was not a “NIMBY” attitude but a specific objection to a proposal at odds with both the concept and intent of a Regional Park.

Minutes of previous meeting

SG noted that the seconder of the proposed payment of $30 to Helmia (herself) had been omitted.

Subject to this amendment the minutes were accepted, Moved SMcN, seconded SG

Matters arising

There were no matters arising.

Western ward committee

It was agreed nem con, Moved SG seconded MG, amendment moved GR seconded AM-B that the Committee nominate SMcN and PM for membership.

Finance

LD reported that the recruitment drive had netted $294 after payment of $145 to George and Hamish Milne.  Paid up membership was now 83 households.

Current bank balance was $837.73

It was agreed, moved SMcN, seconded SG that $120 be allocated for the purchase of lollies for the Christmas Day parade.  It was noted at this point that Howard Phillips had been approached to act as FC.

In response to a query fro the Treasurer, it was agreed unanimously (moved CM, second SG) that a bad debt of $250 from a John Ross, carried forward from the previous year should be written off.

Motion that the Hon Secretary be paid an honoraria of $50 for the period Dec - mar 2005 was moved MG, seconded SG.

After some debate an amendment “That no officer of the NRA be paid honoraria” was moved CM, seconded AM-B.  The amendment was carried nem con.

Position of Secretary

MG noted that he had agreed to continue as Hon Sec following the AGM only until a replacement could be found, and that he was now unable to continue in the role.

Moved SG seconded PJM “That this committee formally record its thanks to Mel Gelatley for his contribution as Secretary over the last two years.”  Carried unanimously.

It was suggested that until a volunteer could be found to undertake the role formally, that minutes should be taken by members in turn.  PJM volunteered to take the first turn.

AoB

SG reported that MC had asked that the committee consider the proposed installation of a stop sign at the junction of Pokohiwi  and Poto Road.  The committee felt that this was not an issue.

CM reported that in response to his emails concerning the existence of weeds, HCC had declined to take any action as the plant in question was isolated and not considered invasive.

Funding of the Normandale Times was discussed and SMcN reported that MC had confirmed that it was appropriate to approach the Porirua Licensing Trust.  It was agreed that LD should apply for the full cost of producing the Times for a year.

SMcN requested the payment of $30 to Helmia for tying the Normandale Times.  MG moved, seconded SG that no payment should be made for any work on the Normandale Times.  The motion was passed with 4 in favour, 1 against, 3 abstention.

The meeting closed at 2200.
