Sandra expressed concern that community was not aware that St Aidens was the CD centre for Normandale, and the minimal knowledge of CD process and procedures.  Margaret noted that this was the responsibility of HCC and that Rosemary McLennan was the local rep.

Margaret raised the issue of the proliferation of election billboards and in particular their obscuring the NDT notice board.  Agreed that a Fix-a-gram should be sent to HCC asking for the offending boards to be removed.
