Finance:  

Grant presented a typed Report.    Bank Statement at 1 Feb 2008 = $4,220.48

· Cheque has now been paid to Playcentre = $217.50 as personnel there felt it should include GST.   $105 for helpers and $100 plus GST for hire of the Playcentre.

· Grant had spent $27.20 on envelopes for the collection of subscriptions and a receipt book    (The addressed envelopes will be placed in the Feb. newsletters).     All agreed to reimbursement of this money to Grant, proposed by Caroline/Margaret

· Subscriptions and donations of $60. Had been received.
· Cheque withdrawal of $179.58 had been made by C. Dunbar for sweets & gifts.
· Accounts receivable – Advertising = $180.
· The agreement due to expire shortly with Professionals is for $350 p.a. for the sign at the entrance of Normandale plus the printing of the N’Times provided they are the only Real Estate company advertising.   Grant will have a chat with the Manager John Ross to see if they would pay $400 p.a.    If they are not happy suggest speaking with Bayleys Real Estate Agency as their representative does a great amount of work here in Normandale.
