Ward Community Committee:

Pete Matcham had sent in his nomination and had had an interview re representation.     Notification of selection may be Thursday 21st March.

Kowhai Tree: Mel reported he had watered the commemorative kowhai tree.   He will do this each week if there is no rain.    We will discuss the HCC suggestion re replacement nearer to winter if the tree does not recover.

50th Anniversary: 

Aim for these items to be finished by May 2008.

Interpretation signs: Pete had prepared words for 2 signs, the Horse Trough and Golders Cottage.    He will email them so we can read them properly.   He had copies of the signs at the meeting in the approximate size.   They looked good.  

Plaques: Mel plans to take further plaques down in April for completion by the engravers.

Kauri Tree: Grant thinks he has located the Kauri Tree planted in 1957.    There are now several seedlings growing as well.  Grant has spoken with Noel Morton re the school which is now the Playcentre site.   He mentioned the steps that were cut from the school down to Normandale road, and a shed which contained slates that were used for writing and maths prior to the introduction of paper books. 

Walking pamphlet: Grant will give Pete a copy of the original sketch so Pete can do the wording.     Rosie Doole agreed to drop the bit re the lease.     Once completed Mel will put it on the web-site.

Special Issue of the Normandale times: Michael Kopp has some photos but Mel does not have copies yet.   Mel will contact Michael again.

By-laws: Pete mentioned two by-laws that are going before the Policy and Structure (?Stategy) committee of HCC this month.    They are refinements on existing by-laws.

a) Fire prevention:   Non use of garden incinerators in urban areas. Problem is there is no clear deliniation of rurual and urban.  This needs to be clarified.

b) new restrictions re keeping of hens, roosters, goats etc. And the setting of traps.   (Though rats and mice traps are exempt.)   The wording is very poor as it seems to be advocating caged hens and other peculiarities!  

We need to discuss these more widely and need to put in submissions prior to the 25th April.    Pete proposed a formal public meeting at St.Aidan’s and suggested a leaflet drop.   (Could this be combined with the newsletter delivery?) Mel will advertise on the web.  No.8 wire group, Sweetacres, Maungaraki AGM. Etc.    Pete will do a notice.     We need to book a night at St.A’s.  (Our next meeting night is the 16th April.)
