· Re the Souvenir Booklet:- A meeting for editing was held  Wednesday 4th March, with helpful ideas.    Lisa left her latest draft with Pete for photocopying for the meeting of 18th.    Mel had a list of suggested changes and Pete had noticed errors.   We worked through these again with Pete, Mel and Caroline noting down required changes on their photocopies.   If we cannot do the changes we will be able to give Lisa a clear list of what needs alteration when she returns.

· Caroline to contact Judy re ‘oldest’ resident or ‘longest living in the area’ resident.
· Perhaps try Eric Dodds re driver of front end loader in the 1976 flood or Dermot O’Connor now living in the West Coast or his brother Tim O’Connor who lives in Kelson…..
· Grant to check for a ‘flood’ photograph.
· Mel had contacted Anco Print to renegotiate costs.  Previous cost:- 1000 copies of 16 x A5 pages = $!,575   

Cost:- For 20  - A5size pages = $2,082 for 800 copies and $2,224 for 1000 copies.    Also an extra costing if work on photographs required.      Committee agreed we would pay the cost above the grant monies from our funds.   It was agreed 1000 copies would be required.

Grant had bought boxes of envelopes.   Cost:            Agreed we reimburse him.      Pete/Caroline

Inorganic Rubbish Collection: Mel suggested a standard date each year e.g., the first Saturday in October.    We will ask Margaret if this is a possibility?  Not discussed 

Skateboard Ramp Repair: Caroline to ask Greg (Backyard Buddy) for a quote.    If the quote is reasonable suggest we give him the work as we have the money already from the grant and from reports he is the most reliable and efficient workman in the area.   If he is unable to do the work suggest David Gray or Senior Skills.

District Management Plan: We need to consider this carefully and put in another submission.     There is discussion re Intensive Residential Development Area at Maungaraki.    The interpretation of this is ‘in fill’ housing.      That is:- the requirement of space per building has decreased from 400 sq. metres to 300sq. mtrs.    Properties can be subdivided into two or three perhaps.    If we don’t oppose this plan it will happen.    The policy would not be in keeping with the character of the Western Hills.    People have not yet really understood the significance of this idea although a meeting in Maungaraki last week explained it to those residents who attended the meeting.   Pete will consider what to write.   Last date for submissions is 27th March.

Link road. The link road to Harbourview idea has come up again in the paper although not initiated by the NRA it seems the article indicated it was.

Water: this commodity needs planning for the whole Wellington Region.    A dam at Whakatiki is under consideration.
