50th anniversary:

· Pete thanked everybody for their work on the Issue since our last meeting.

Skateboard Ramp Repair: Caroline asked Greg (Backyard Buddy) for a quote but he felt the job was a very big one and would cost $4,000 –$5000.     He suggested trying Wayne Gray who lives opposite the site for an alternative quote.   Wayne has not yet responded with a quote.    Lisa will ask a builder contact from Belmont for a quote.   He does playgrounds etc.

Regional Council – document re 20 years strategy for Regional Parks.    The aims of this strategy is to consult with the general public on what they consider important re Parks.     There is a list of questions to respond to.   Pete will email committee members the list and they can send comments to Pete.    He will then make a submission from the NRA.     The document sets out its suggestions re why Parks were set aside in the first place.   It is concerned re Parks in the Greater Wellington Region.    This includes, Paekakariki, Eastbourne, Belmont etc.    Each of the Parks has unique qualities e.g., dunes, upland, regenerating native bush etc.  We need to consider carefully who is wanting change and why.   A meeting will be held for those interested in the Belmont Hall 7.30p.m. Wednesday 22nd April. 2009.

Reserve Management Planning Document:  This contains information on Percy’s Reserve and Jubilee Park.   A submission needs to be in by 22nd May re this.    Previously we have made submissions on:-

· Weed management strategy

· Grass cutting that does not leave deep ruts

· This time maybe we need to emphasize the importance of keeping the plants from the gardens of the old homesteads.   These plants may not be ‘natives’ but are worth keeping in the grand scheme of things.

· Tracks all kept upgraded, not just the obvious ones.     (Need to look at a track with a little used exit near the top so we can comment specifically).   

· Bird corridors.

LTCCP:  10 year plan.     Submissions required by 30th April. 2009   All householders will have received a leaflet with ‘Your city – Have your Say’.    NRA need to make a collective submission as this entitles one to speak at subsequent meetings by HCC.    Items often considered:-

· Substandard road programme

· Footpaths

· Recycling

· Cycle footpaths

· Waste management plan.

General Business:

· Mel reported steady interest in the website.

· Inorganic Rubbish Collection:  Mel suggested the first Saturday in October.  We will ask Margaret .

· AGM.  ? June    Perhaps Grant could show some slides of 1976 floods?

Agreed this was a good idea as the more interest in the site the better.
