Skateboard Ramp Repair: Done by Wayne Gray.   Quotes sent electronically to NRA for approval. Noted the handrails are still fragile despite bolt instead of nails.    Wayne offered to also put up a notice-board at St.Aidan’s using old ply from the skateboard ramp but has not yet done this..   Caroline to ask Wayne re both these matters.

Poto Road Reserve.

A meeting on Wednesday 22nd April at 6p.m. of the HCC Strategy and Policy committee considered amongst other things, papers re Miromiro Road and Poto Road corner and Tracks.    Grant attended this meeting to speak to his submission on Tracks.  His power-point submission was well received.   Grant heard the agreement of the S&P committee to recommend to HCC a plan to build 7 houses on the Poto Road site, with the suggestion that the Adventure Playground for tweenages be put on DoC reserve.   No submitters re Poto Road were advised of this meeting.  The site at 102b Miromiro Road was to be offered for sale to either neighbour.   Margaret responded to emails on Poto Road advising the recommendations would be considered by HCC on 6th May and submitters could speak at this meeting - which Pete and Grant did. Caroline came as a supporter.    However the recommendations were passed with no suggestions re restrictions on type of housing, height of housing or indeed of using Playcentre access driveway.    

Margaret has emailed that the Poto road corner land now has to go through a Plan change process and also in terms of the Reserve part under the Reserves Act the Minister of Conservation has to sign off.    Both these processes are open for submissions.   Grant will contact DoC re this matter.  We will wait for further information re the Plan change process. 

Playcentre had indicated a desire to emphasize their submission re Poto Road.  Caroline to respond to their email and say we will support them.

Grant suggested that land at Sweetacres could be substituted perhaps.

Pete wrote an explanatory article for the May Normandale Times.    

Regional Council – document re 20 years strategy for Regional Parks. A meeting at Belmont Hall 7.30p.m. Wednesday 22nd April. 2009 was attended by Pete and Caroline.  Pete spoke.
Reserve Management Planning Document:  This contains information on Percy’s Reserve and Jubilee Park.   A submission needs to be in by 22nd May re this.   Some members have put in submissions.

Annual Meeting: Wednesday 15th July 2009.

? Speaker from Chorus Broadband.  Pete to enquire re this.
Maybe Grant will show a set of historic and current day slides from around Normandale.   HCC Community Services have a data projector that can be borrowed.   Caroline to enquire re this.

Perhaps Lisa can advertise the meeting and suggest that meeting times could be altered to suit other members of the community e.g., have daytime meetings if that suited others.     The committee would like a larger representation of people on it.

General Business:

· Burglaries in Pekanga Road troubling; Normandale School had been vandalised; New Community constable was to meet with Lisa.

· Re the graffiti – Pete will enquire re removal substance.
· Inorganic Rubbish Collection:  Margaret is not available on the first Saturday in October.   Nicolette West is happy with end of September or mid October.  Mid October was agreed as preferable. Margaret will follow up with contact with Toby and organising the trucks.
· Mel reported the website needed a ‘freshen up’.   He said he would put specific info re Poto Road on it.   Pete has prepared material Mel can use. 

· N’dale School Principal told Mel they were developing their own Playground and would not venture to look at Poto Road.

· July will be further submissions re Plan changes.

· Incorporated Society Site shows that 2002 was the last time that records were received from the NRA.    Grant will follow up on enquiries re this.
