Poto Road.

Discussion re the Poto Road elicited the following points:-

· There was a wish not to isolate the Park (DoC) land area from the public users.

· Perhaps swap areas of DoC land but need a definite alternative to HCC proposal.

· Write to Playcentre personnel suggesting a joint meeting to hear their alternative solutions re the Poto Road site.   Suggested dates Wednesday 2nd or 9th September at 7.30p.m. Caroline to do invitation.
· Mel to work out his ideas using plot sizes  - checking out the District Plan minimum plot size and taking into account that several plots built at one time can allow for ? smaller sizes.
Tagging: no maintenance agreement on the advertising sign.   Graffitti covering present map and notice board.  Pete has not managed to locate removal spray.   Caroline to follow this up.

Signs: Professionals had offered a meeting sign.  Agreed a sign which could have alternative dates of occasions could be useful – i.e., could be used for meetings, inorganic rubbish collection, Clean up NZ etc.  perhaps using Perspex with slots for changes.    Caroline to follow this up with Cheryl.
