Inorganic Rubbish Collection: Margaret had contacted the Global Volunteers and suggested various dates but those that suited the volunteers did not suit the truck driver or Barry Norman.    Margaret has now moved to negotiating for February 2010; 20th or 27th Feb.     The money has been earmarked by HCC for the tip fees, truck hire and Barry Norman’s payment.

In the meantime if residents need to dispose of inorganic items Alicetown has a bin.

Finance:

Grant had prepared a printed statement detailing withdrawals and interest.     

Bank Statement for 31 August shows $147.03 in Westpac & $4,911.37 in RaboPlus.    $520.00 of this is grant money for the signboards.

To claim NFP status and thus tax exemption we first need to have an IRD number.   Grant/Pete

Skateboard Ramp Repair: Kelly Crandle has said that if we are going to make repairs in future to the skateboard ramp we could call on the HCC expertise as they have someone available to give advice.

In the meantime Caroline will follow up yet again with Wayne as the centre ply does not yet seem to have been replaced.

Poto Road.

Discussion re the Poto Road elicited the following points:-

· Disappointment that we had been unable to meet with Playcentre personnel.

· Playcentre building is on Crown land but managed by HCC.

· 2 – 3 options to be prepared with layouts etc.   These to be circulated to NRA group then Bruce for the Property and Development committee.  Mel had obtained plot sizing etc.   Mel and Pete to do the drawings.      Mel using the Playcentre driveway option and Pete using the option of ‘below the previously Morton owned property’ on the other side of the DoC land to the drive-way.    This latter option had been discussed by Margaret with a previous Playcentre committee and latterly with Alice and had seemed acceptable to them.   It does however require negotiation with DoC.

Tagging: Had been removed by HCC.   Caroline to Thank them.

Signs: Professionals had offered a meeting sign.  Agreed a sign which could have alternative dates of occasions could be useful – i.e., could be used for meetings, inorganic rubbish collection, Clean up NZ etc.  Perhaps using Perspex with slots for changes.
