Finance:
Grant had prepared a printed statement detailing withdrawals and interest  which he presented.

Poto Road.

· Discussion re the Poto Road:-

· 52  respondents, only six happy with alternatives the remainder wanted the area kept as a Reserve.   This information came via papers sent out by Alice with the Normandale Times asking for votes/comments on alternatives.   Originally Margaret had worked to keep this land as Reserve as per discussions of many years ago.    In this current round of talks Margaret has abstained from voting at HCC meetings.   

· 8th Dec. is a meeting about the District Plan which is not open to the public.   On the 16th Dec., whatever is decided on the 8th  will be ratified by the full HCC.

· Poto road corner is currently zoned as residential - freehold land.  If we wanted it kept as Reserve…. 

· Alice suggested she write an article for the Hutt News, as an interested member of the public, and see if they are interested in publishing it.
