Finance:

Grant had not prepared a printed statement due vehicle problems and therefore lack of time.

In hand $5250.93 of which  $520.00 is grant money for the signboards.

Approx. $90 had been spent at Benedicts on the Christmas Function for Deliverers.

Approx. $220, received. Includes subscriptions and donations.

Rabo Plus = Approx. $30

Caroline is owed $133.68 for sweets for Father Christmas’s round on Christmas Day.

Agreed we pay Grant up to $30.00 for envelopes for subscriptions.     Pete/Caroline

Skateboard Ramp Repair: 

Discussion re repair and costs.  Grant and Pete to meet and assess on Monday 5p.m. All agreed that it would be good to repair and offer this facility if we could.    Also agreed we could ask for volunteer help from the community via the Normandale Times, suggesting March/April as the time for the work to take place.    Grant had also spoken with a builder in Normandale Road who might be willing to help. 

We need to apply for funding from the Community Engagement Fund by 12th March.

Subsequent to the meeting Pete reported by email:-

My suggestion is that if we are to go ahead we replace the substrate only, and then use skatelite for the surface. I don't think doing the new posts to the full height to incorporate the hand rail required is practical although it would be stronger, it would also be a lot more expensive - $320 as opposed to $174.

so if we go for a minimum cost option we are looking at:

5 sheets 7mm CD H3 ply $260
6 100x100 posts 2.7m $85 
6 bags quick set concrete $75
18 175mm 10mm galvanised bolts $65
4 75mm 10mm galvanised bolts $11
15m 100x50 RS H3 $50
25m 100x50 PAR H3 $130
20m 50x50 PAR H3 $65
nails / screws $100
8m 40mm galvanised pipe ???? say $50
delivery to site - $50

9 sheets skateboardlite $2000

so we are looking at around $3000 all up.

I haven't had any response from Mel or Grant yet, but my suggestion is that we put in for a grant for materials only on the basis that the community will provide the labour.

I'm happy that the work is within the capabilities of the committee if we wish to go ahead, but again I suggest that we put an article in the NDT for March saying that we are prepared to spend the money to do the ramp up etc but only if the community wants us to and ask anyone prepared to help out to contact us. We can then judge the level of support in the community from the replies.

Discussion re Poto Road:-

· Alice prepared to write the submission re the change of use for the District Plan Change (15) meeting, Pete and Grant to write about their special areas of interest and forward to Alice.

· Pete, Grant and Alice to speak on behalf of NRA at the meeting. Pete to prepare a peri-urban slide show and comment on community aspirations for the area and Grant to speak on ecology.

· Charles Chauvel had offered to send a letter to everyone encouraging them to get involved.      Pete and Alice had OKed the content of the letter.

· Peter Dunne would probably liase for the community if necessary if we asked.

The cost of taking the case as the right of appeal to the Environment Court is $500.

General Business:

· Pete shared that Suzy Austin (husband’s name Leo) of Maungaraki wants to develop with plants the approaches into Normandale and to this end Maungaraki will put in for funding, will advertise and would like others to help.   Rhododendrons had been suggested for planting.    Grant thought native plants would have a better chance of survival. – Grant will contact Suzy to discuss the matter.

· Website is ticking over well

· While collecting signatures Grant had been questioned about the address of some parts of Miromiro Road as it had been designated Maungaraki.…   Margaret explained that the Police Dept., the Postal Dept., and HCC all had different boundaries.    Representatives of Police and Postal Depts., were to meet to sort out the situation so all were singing from the same page.    Once the confusion is settled Normandale Times will print the corrections.
