Skateboard ramp repair:  

Pete, Mike Harris, Mel, Des and Caroline had spent time nailing down plywood sheets on Saturday, 31st July.    Further sheets to be applied need to be curved. – Pete and Mike are organizing this.    

Subdivision construction aftermath:

Background:

Grant received a copy of a letter from JS Olsen that he had sent to HCC & GWRC. Re subdivision construction clearance on his boundary.  Agreed Grant would write on our behalf to both these councils and request the relevant original Resource Consents.   Margaret would also make enquiries from Paul Duffin and see what has been done.

Grant had followed this up and met with Jack Olsen and Paul Duffin.   The latter did not think all the filling there was recent. Another neighbour will make their own approach re clean up.    Grant says there is filling and rubble on Jack’s boundary which stops the water drainage off Jack’s property.   

Some rubble may be moved, weather permitting in August.
