Matters Arising: It is important to note the sizing for advertising.    $15. per issue for standard size 6x4approx.    Other sizes to be charged on a pro rata basis.   Private adv.1 only, remains free.  (Public organisations need to tailor their adv., to a similar 6x4 size.)

Correspondence:  In:

· A call from HCC Com. Secretary Chris re update on spending of grant monies.

· Mel had had emails requesting information on NRA details for Katrina Shanks, and Peter Dunne.

· Bernadette Blackburn a school student, had emailed Mel, re a project for Community work.   Mel referred her to the Global Volunteers but  agreed to  forward the email to the committee. Mel contacted Bernadette at Sacred Heart school and Bronwyn wrote a clarification letter which Mel forwarded to the committee.   This has been forwarded on to local Normandale community groups who were interested.

Finance: Grant provided a typed report. There are 77 paid up members. Grant had transferred money to Rabo Plus.

Poto Road. – comments:-

· HCC held over the decision about whether to accept the Commissioner’s report or not to the incoming council.

· An option in RMA is to accept or rehear.

· Or Plan change 15 can be withdrawn and replaced with one which includes more of the community wishes.

· Max Shierlaw’s suggestion is for Hill residential zoning – this has a minimum plot size of 1000 sq.mtrs. -.

· Hill residential zoning is more in line with plot sizes in Normandale than general residential zoning.

· If we want to retain the promontory and to have a play area then there needs to be some control over the plot size.

· A possibility remains that because no decision was made at the 4th Oct. meeting maybe someone from the council will have further discussions with Pete as representative of Normandale.   Therefore we need to be clear about what we wish retained if the councilors reconsider the original plan which contains 7 housing sites. 

· Compromise is required??

· Sale of the land is well-nigh certain as the Council needs the money.

· The protest as led by Alice has at least deferred the 7 houses option being agreed to willynilly, so in that respect it has had a positive effect.

· It requires 5 members of the HCC to rescind a motion.

If the site goes up for SALE  to get money for the council we need to clarify what we really want preserved or consider essential.   Ideas include:-

· A Lookout over the harbour.

· Retain the view from the top.

· Play facilities, natural and riding tracks.   Use the area for bush experience for children

· Minimal visual impact of housing development.

· Keep the trees/ minimal disturbance to vegetation.  ? pine tree.

· Easy access and parking ??

Earthworks restrictions have various rules around whether notification needs to be made or not.  It is better to have specific agreements in place re the situation rather than to rely on Earthworks rules as a means of control.

Skateboard ramp repair: 

On hold as the sheets still need to be curved. – the steam machine has been fixed and Mike is back to help.    Pete is still trying to contact Craig Cotterill HCC re the posts etc.  2 iron pipes discovered on “Clean Up” day, Grant knows where they are, -, they may belong to the skateboard.   Pete will check.   

Rhododendron and Azalea Planting. Mulching working bee Saturday 23rd October.

Historic Boards: These are still in Pete’s memory, he has just not had the opportunity and energy to complete them.  Pete has noticed the Commemorative Plaque at 100 Normandale Road has no engraving on it….  Mel will check up and follow up with the engraver.  (Subsequent to meeting Mel reported the plaque itself  has  gone.)

Editor for Normandale Times.  Lisa has been very helpful and continued to produce the newsletter for us.   She has placed another advertisement for an editor.    Lisa also requires any input this week as she is planning to deliver the N’Times to Professionals at the beginning of November.
