Notes from meeting of the Normandale Residents Association, Wednesday 17th November

Poto Road Corner:


PJM noted that an invitation to attend had been extended to Playcentre President and Vice President but no response had been received.

PJM outlined the outcome of the meeting held with Bruce and Cllrs Shierlaw and Styles.  Bruce Hodgins presented a further indicative layout together with site profiles as a basis for discussion and noted two changes to the proposed restrictions. Bruce then left the meeting.  After extensive discussion it was agreed that our concerns were:

· The visual impact of houses at the rear of the site rather than those abutting Poto Road. 

· Access from Poto Road would require extensive site modification particularly if one site was isolated from the internal access way eg plot 1 on the indicative plan provided. 

· Plot 1 on the indicative layout would be very difficult to develop without extensive earthworks, apart from the access issue noted, and also contains some of the best vegetation. 

Suggestions and comments

1. Agreed that Covenants were the appropriate mechanism to constrain development on the site. 

2. Accepted that retaining "Lot 8" as Crown land for pedestrian RoW to Playcentre and reserve, with parking bay on Poto Road adjoining driveway meet concerns over access and vehicle movements. 

3. Maximum height of buildings - suggested that concerns raised over depressed sight line could be met by reducing max height to the ground level of the highest point and retaining viewing platform at suggested 2m height. 

4. Have a 2m-3m bush retention covenant along boundary with reserve rather than adjoining Poto Road. 

It was recognised that suggestions 3 and 4 would compromise the centre back plot development and suggested that the internal access way could be looped through this area to give access to the Westernmost area.  This would have the additional benefit of providing further distance between any houses and the reserve, reduce earth works needed to gain access to Poto road, and in isolation should not impact on the number of plots. 

The Committee also suggested that the Western area up to sight line XA was retained as reserve in view of the concerns over the amount of earth works required if this was developed.  This would  mean that the number of plots would be reduced to six. It was also noted that most of plot 1 was outside the area covered by Plan change 15, and presumably is technically still road reserve.


The committee authorised the President to continue negotiations on this basis.
